Omar Khadr and The Rule of Law

Omar Khadr, a Canadian citizen, will be the first person
to be put on trial anywhere in the world for war crimes
allegedly committed when he was a juvenile. Seized
after a firefight in Afghanistan in 2002, he was
imprisoned at Guantanamo Bay at the age of |5, and
eventually charged with war crimes. No international
criminal tribunal established under the laws of war,
from Nuremberg forward, has ever prosecuted a
former child soldier as a war criminal. After 6 years
Omar remains in severe isolation. His military trial is
set for January 26, 2009.

Dennis Edney is the Canadian lawyer who, on a pro
bono basis, has and continues to fight for the rights of
Omar Khadr. Mr. Edney will speak about the violations

perpetrated by the American Government, with the
knowledge of the Government of Canada, disregarding

the traditional rules of war, in which a child must be
protected from punishment, under the Geneva
Convention and the UN Convention on the Rights of
the Child. He will speak not only about his client's right
to be presumed innocent, but the Canadian obligation
to ensure the rule of law is applied fairly to those who
are most vulnerable in our society even during the
war on terror.
